Note: If a school is appropriately using Integrated Pest Management, chemical

treatments may not be necessary for all individual sightings of bed bugs.

Prior to the sighting, Integrated Pest Management (IPM) is practiced to ensure that school
and other environments are maintained in a manner which minimizes and controls infestation
of pests. Visual assessments are conducted to verify that no infestation is present.

A Bed Bug is Found

Isolate or manage the bug. Use vacuum/powder, steam, zip lock bag, tape, or
other “school approved” technique to kill or isolate the bug. Do not use
chemicals unless they have been approved by your administration.
